B. Muslims believe in God’s omniscience but not in His trinity.  
a. He is the sole Creator.
b. He is the Sustainer of the universe.
c. He is the One and Unique.
i. He has no son, partner or equal.
ii. He does not exist in anything, nor does anything exist in Him.
C. Although the God of Islam has revealed his will through the prophets, his actual nature remains ultimately unknowable.
a. The Qur’an reveals God’s will.
b. The only way people can know God is as He reveals His will to them.
c. The rest of God’s nature remains mysterious.
D. Allah is a God of Justice.
a. He expects righteous behavior.
b. He demands submission to the divine will.
E. Muslims do not believe in Jesus as He is portrayed in the Bible.
a. Jesus is not God’s Son or divine.
b. Jesus is considered one of the prophets.
c. Many Muslims believe Jesus did not die on the cross.
F. Muslims do not see God as their Father or themselves as children of God.  Their relationship is as a servant to a master and cannot typically attain any greater level of intimacy with their Creator.
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
