Good discussion starter: What is appropriate to spend on a vehicle?  Is it OK to spend 
money for extra options?

Agree/Disagree?  Money can’t buy you anything of eternal value.
Parable of Eternal vs. Temporal Reality:  The school has decided that we are going to spend next school year traveling around Europe.  We’ll be touring historical sights, going to music concerts, hiking mountains, doing some hang-gliding and skiiing, and learning to know the people there.  Before we leave, we will be giving each student $12,000.00 to cover basic expenses and have some extra to spend.  Since all of Europe accepts the euro, we will give the cash to you in that form.  But I do need to tell you that we have a quick layover in Iceland on the way over, and we’ll have about five minutes to visit a candy factory which has the most amazingly delicious candy.  They don’t accept the euro so if you want to buy something there, you’ll have to get some of your 12 grand in “icies” instead of euros.  So the question is, how much of your salary do you want in icies?  


Isn’t our life here on earth actually less than a five minute stop in contrast to a year?  Do we really believe in eternity?  What is 70 or 80 years in comparison to 500 or a thousand years?  This is what Jesus is saying, “Don’t spend your money at the candy factory when you have so much more being offered to you.

The trump card:  What Would Jesus Do?

� For example: Going to Bible school for a period of time instead of working; Giving up work or some social event to go to a spiritual life workshop or marriage seminar; Giving up a job to spend time with family or to do VS


� Medical and dental trips to third world countries; helping the poor; taking time for the weak, handicapped, or elderly; visiting and helping the imprisoned; helping the man stranded along the road
