Begin all reports by giving title, author, number of pages, when you read it, and about how long it took you to read it.

Biographies
1. Tell what the person is remembered for.
2. Tell about some experiences in his childhood.  What were his ambitions?
3. Name two persons who were important in helping him succeed and tell how they helped.
4. Tell an interesting story from the book in 50-150 words.

Nonfiction:  Articles that are based on facts, such as articles in National Geographic
1. Tell what the book or article is about.
2. Explain part of what the book or article is about, in 50-100 words.
3. Describe two things you learned from reading this book or article.
4. What will you most likely remember five years from now?
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
