900 Bible: Lesson 901.6
Objectives: Students will be able to…
1. Explain that Jesus was directly involved in Creation as one person of the Godhead, He is the Creator
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Explain that one God, expressed in 3 Persons, created all things for His glory
Materials:
Preparation: 
Lesson Outline  
Bible Memory: students stand and verbally recite with teacher leading
Hook/Introduction: today we will settle the dispute about Jesus being the creator (students were not agreeing with this idea from lesson 1)
Content: 
I. Do point of contact pg. 13 of teacher text
II. Read John 1:1-5 (use amplified to help in needed via projector)
a. Strategy: write the word Jesus 6X in column students find 6 truths about Jesus
b. Jesus existed before Creation
c. Jesus was with God in eternity past
d. Jesus IS God
e. Jesus created all things
f. Jesus is life
g. Jesus is the “light of men”- He shines light into our darkness
III. Read Hebrews 11:3 
a. Same strategy
b. The things we see now were not the building blocks God used at Creation
c. God made the visible from the invisible
d. God made “stuff” from non-existent “stuff”
e. Everything we see and sense was built from God’s own breath and word
f. God created matter from His own energy
g. Nothing about the origin of matter can be proved scientifically. Just as evolution cannot be proved by man’s suppositions, neither can Creation. “through faith we understand.” Faith is the only way we can begin to understand the mysteries of Creation.
h. God did not leave us in the dark about our origin. He gave His Word to explain our existence.

John 1:1-5 Amplified Bible (AMP)
The Deity of Jesus Christ
1 In the beginning [before all time] was the Word ([a]Christ), and the Word was with God, and [b]the Word was God Himself. 2 He was [continually existing] in the beginning [co-eternally] with God. 3 All things were made and came into existence through Him; and without Him not even one thing was made that has come into being. 4 In Him was life [and the power to bestow life], and the life was the Light of men. 5 The Light shines on in the [c]darkness, and the darkness did not understand it or overpower it or appropriate it or absorb it [and is unreceptive to it].

Hebrews 11:3 Amplified Bible (AMP)
3 By faith [that is, with an inherent trust and enduring confidence in the power, wisdom and goodness of God] we understand that the worlds (universe, ages) were framed and created [formed, put in order, and equipped for their intended purpose] by the word of God, so that what is seen was not made out of things which are visible.
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
