Grading Categories for Autobiography Project
· Organization:  Are ideas and experiences grouped together and arranged by topic?  Are paragraphs used to organize material?  
· Thoroughness:  Does the paper cover all of the main areas that were given in the handouts?  Was a dedicated attempt made to include the memories from the various aspects of the student’s history?
· Style:  Does the paper exhibit good style?
· Sentences had a natural flow to them
· Ideas were clear and easy to understand
· Good word choices
· Original and interesting rather than stock, formulaic, and reliant on clichés 
· Grammar and mechanics: Does the paper use proper grammar, spelling, and punctuation?
· Gravity:  Does the paper approach topics with an appropriate level of seriousness and maturity?  Or is it superficial and childish in its perspective?  
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
